EYE RESEARCH

The Knights Templar Eye Foundation provides service to people with needs relating to the
eyes in three different ways. First is the payment for operations on the eyes; second is to provide free
tests for seniors; and the third is the series of grants to doctors and other scientists who are conducting
research on diseases of the eyes.

The third service listed above is one of the most exciting activities of the Knights Templar
Eye Foundation. Other aspects address cures or treatments. The research deals with prevention. We
are particularly concerned with eye diseases that attack children. Certain ones deal with a lack of
cleanliness or a lack of proper nutrition. Such maladies are particularly prevalent in poor countries.
Understanding them and helping prevent them is one of the main services that our country can
provide to third world nations who critically need our help.

The Eye Foundation is fortunate to have the free services of a group of the finest eye
specialists is the world. These doctors annually review the large group of proposals which are sent in
by researchers, and they recommend the grants to be made. In general, checks of either $15,000 or
$30,000 are sent out to the selected institutions. The total of all these grants usually amounts to about
$600,000 per year (Note: this information is from an undated download from the Grand Encampment
website — current figures may be different — TFC). As the years have gone by, the Knights Templar
Eye Foundation has come to be recognized as one of the most important supporters of eye research.

One of the really important results of our support has been the follow-on money that has
come from the National Institutes of Health or other governmental bodies. We have reports of some
projects having received over one million dollars of additional funds. The Eye Foundation
contribution was instrumental in the “proof of concept” for the research; the federal government then
recognized its importance, and has continued the work. Without us, it may never have gotten started
atall. Your annual contribution has accomplished all that.
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
